Workshop A

Creating New Approaches to Improve Tenancy Sustainment

This workshop will focus on the supportive approaches WDH has implemented to improve tenancy sustainment on the backdrop of a challenging welfare climate. We will share best practice examples of what we have done and what we have planned for the future and group discussion will focus on some of the challenges seen in your areas in terms of welfare reform and health and wellbeing.

Workshop B
Improving the Health of the Poorest the Fastest
Tony Cooke, Chief Officer - Health Partnerships, Leeds City Council
This workshop will examine the Leeds Health and Wellbeing Strategy and the Inclusive Growth Strategy. These are seen as the ‘twin pillars’ of decision making in the city – improving health and economy. Leeds strives to be the best city (or the best that we can be!) for health and wellbeing based on an approach of ‘working with’ citizens. We’ll be sharing some examples of what we have done to make progress, but acknowledge that we haven’t cracked this…yet! Group discussion will get us ‘minding the gap’ – exploring what this means in this context and what else we can do to make a difference.
Workshop C
"I'm Scum to Them": Negotiating Stigma and Shame in Relation to Food Poverty and Mental Health.
Katie Pybus and Maddy Power, University of York
The aim of the workshop is to consider how service users’ perceptions of stigma and shame impact relationships within the context of both service provision and research on user experience. The workshop will discuss case studies from Maddy and Katie’s research. Maddy has looked at experiences of food poverty and Katie’s research focuses on the experiences of people with mental illness accessing benefits such as ESA and PIP.

By the end of the workshop, delegates will have a broader understanding of the inter-personal issues relating to these important areas of public policy and be better able to generate ideas for practical solutions, (for example, how to work with people who experience stigma to ensure access to services and how to counter stigmatising narratives).
